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Wouldn't it be nice if you could push your
Mac’s ON button, go get a cup of coffee
and, by the time you get back, have your
email application open and your new mail
ready to read? Darned right.
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Your Mac can be automated. There are lots of
automatic things you can make it do. One
of the most popular is to have favorite ap-
plications open automatically when you
start up or log in to your Mac.

All customizations that affect your whole Mac
are set using the System Preferences applica-
tion (find it under the Apple menu).
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The icons in System Preferences represent dif-
ferent functions that you can control. Set-
ting what applications open during start up
affects your user account, so click on the
Accounts icon.

Once there, click the Login Items tab._/
You may see a few items already in the list.
The iTunes Helper may be there. Or System
Events. Or, something else. That’s fine.
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To add an application, click on the Plus (+)
button. A window will open showing the
contents of your Applications folder.

Click on an application that you want to
open at start up. Mail, perhaps. Then, click
the Acll'd button to add it to the list.

Note the checkboxes next to the entries. \
Don’t click the checkbox unless you want
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log in, select the checkbox in the Hide

to make the application invisible (not

much point in doing that!).
To finish, just quit System Preferences.

Now, whenever you start up your Mac, Mail
will open, log in to your email provider and
download your new emails, ready to read.
All of that without you doing anything
more than pushing your Mac’s ON button.

Book Air is now slimmer and lighter than
before. And, comes in two sizes:

11" MacBook Air has an 11 inch
screen, is barely more than half
an inch thick and weighs only
2.3 pounds. $999.00 up.

13" MacBook Air has a 13 inch
screen and weighs 2.9 pounds.
$1299.00 up.

Both MB Airs feature long life batteries (5
hours for the 11” and 7 hours for the 13"),
wireless connectivity, camera, microphone
and full size keyboards and trackpads.

GarageBand powers up its editing abilities
making music creation even easier.

you can upgrade for $49.00 ($30.00 less
than the previous version).

So, try Goo-
gle’s reliable DNS serv-
ers. Just open the Internet
System Preference and sub-
stitute Google’s address:
8.8.8.8 for the DNS num-
bers that your ISP uses. If
it helps, great! If not, you
can change back by delet-
ing 8.8.8.8; the old num-
bers will return.
